Established by the Andrew W. Mellon Foundation and expanded
by the Faculty of Arts and Sciences, the Mellon-Mays Program is
dedicated to reducing racial disparities on college and university
faculties nationwide. The program is based on the importance of
mentoring relationships in fostering academic achievement and the
desire to pursue graduate study. Between 5 and 15 sophomores
are selected each spring to participate in a program focused on
research and other activities designed to encourage the pursuit of
the PhD in the humanities and core sciences.

Students entering Ph.D. programs also benefit from an
undergraduate loan forgiveness component. Anticipated graduate
study must be in one of the following fields: English and
American literature, foreign languages and literature, history,
philosophy, classics, religion, art history, area studies, musicology,
anthropology, mathematics, physics, geology, ecology, earth
science, sociology, and computer science.
